FIRST DAY’'SSESSION

At10:20am., Saturday, May 1, 2010, State Deputy Ben Davidson called to order the 105th Annual
Meeting of the L ouisanaState Council, Knightsof Columbus, inthe Cgundome Convention Center, L afayette,
LA. Uponthe State Deputy’ sdirection, State Warden Vernon Ducote and his assistants, having pre-deter-
mined thefact, reported that al inthe council chamber have been verified and werein possession of acurrent
KC membership card. State Deputy Davidson then called upon Msgr. Joseph Susi, State Chaplain, to lead
theassembly inthe opening prayer.

The State Deputy then requested the assembly to remain standing for the posting of the national colors,
followed by the pledge of allegianceto theflag, conducted by Master Gerard Thomas.

In opening remarks, State Deputy Davidson states wewould liketo take thisopportunity on behalf of
Brother E. Richard Yandle and Brother Knightsof the L afayette areaiin wel coming you to the 105th Annual
Meeting of the LouisianaState Council.” Mr. Davidson went ontowelcomeall clergy in attendance.

Report of Marian Hour of Prayer Program

Totheofficersand member sof the 105" State Convention M eeting of the L ouisiana State Council assembled in
L afayetteon May 1st and 2nd, 2010.

Requiescat in pace, Sir Knight Wade Dupuis, past chairman, Marian Devotion Program/ Father Michael J. McGivney
Program

During this reporting period, 2009- 2010, the Supreme Council, Knights of Columbus, in the 127" Convention an-
nounced a change in focus for the Marian Devotion Program.

Specifically, the Marian Devotion Program changed from the previous intercessory prayersto Mary under her title of
Our Lady of Charity (La Virgen dela Caridad del Cobre) to Mary under her title of Our Lady of Guadal upe (Nuestre Senora
de la Guadalupe), patroness of the Americas and the central Marian ikon for the Respect Life Program.

In response to this reorientation of Marian devotion, there was an initial issue of ikons of Our Lady of Guadalupe
during the Supreme Convention. Therewas also achangein responsihility for ikonsthat would be availableto state councils
and other Columbian programs in Louisiana. At the same time, Supreme Council made an initial distribution of a new
devotional pamphlet with prayers appropriate to Mary, Mother of God, and Our Lady of Guadalupe. At the sametime, this
changeinfocusreaffirmed the Supreme Council’s support to aprogram of Hispanic Outreach, aprogram featureimportant to
our knightsin Louisiana.

Therewasachangein program direction to amore decentralized, |ocally managed program. Where the responsibility
for the control of the ikons for the program had previously rested with the state program chairman, area coordinators were
now assigned responsibility for control and coordinated scheduling of theikonswithin their respective geographic jurisdic-
tions.

This change in program management called for additional ikons, beyond those provided at the Supreme Convention.
To establish and maintain an effective program called for additional ikons so that there would be one ikon made available
within each area of the state.

Fortunately, with the leadership of our then State Treasurer, Sir Knight, John Boudreaux, funds were obtained and
frames for the additionally needed icons fabricated. There was also an initial issue of devotional pamphets to each area
coordinator. The revamped program wasin place.

From Fall 2009 to present, this program as described has been in place.

Substantially, the role, then, of the state chair for this program needs to be redefined. At present, there are no estab-
lished management guidelines in place to assure the support needed by our area coordinators.

There are at least two issues that need to be addressed. First, while there hasbeen an initial distribution of the Marian
icons, thereisno clearly articulated policy of accountability for them. Asarea coordinators change through periodic rotation
and even during theterms of office of individual areacoordinators, there needsto be some means of maintai ning accountabil-
ity.

Even when theicon distribution and scheduling of the ikons was maintained by the state chair, there were problems of
communication, coordination, and control. Consequently, as the program changes were being implemented, one of the
previous ikons seems to have been lost and not recovered. With decentralized management, the issue of control and
responsibility for this state council property needs to be defined. Asikons come up missing, how will they be replaced?

Second, there needs to be ameans of maintaining asupply and distribution of the devotional pamphlets. Asthe supply
of these pamphlets are distributed and need to be replaced, there needs to be some provision logistics process. It is unclear
if this responsibility falls to the area coordinators, program host councils, or to the state. If this distribution is to be
coordinated from the state council office, then it seemslogical there would be some budgeting for pamphlet reprinting.

There are two other issues that need to be addressed concerning this program. The first is that it would seem
appropriate that there should be some goals and objectives defined for the state Marian devotion program and communi-
cated throughout the state. For example, in reviewing the annual council church activity report form, perhapsthere should be
some provision for pointsto be earned by councilsfor their Marian devotion activities, whether in conjunction with theikon
or not.

This, then, could be an incentive for more active Marian devotional programsand activities. Similarly, there could be
activitiesrelated to Marian devotion with the youth, family, and community.

The second issue relates to the icons themselves. As the devotion to Mary proceeds through her intercessory title of
Our Lady of Guadalupe, visibility of thisikon should increase. It is recommended that consideration be given to providing
one of the current Marian ikons to each of the seminariesin the state and also to St Mary’s Home, Alexandria. It isfurther
recommended that other opportunities be developed for displaying and offering intercessory prayersto Our Lady of Guadalupe
at major state, area, and even district activities.

It hasbeen apleasure & privilegeto serveanother term asPro-Life Chair Couplefor our State. Somuch
wasaccomplished thanksin part to the cooperation & support of our Elected State Officersand appointed staff
members. Thisyear, following an eection year where many Pro-Abortion e ected officia stook office, we had
tofight to maintainthelittleleft in our nation’slaws, which supported the sanctity of humanlife. Unfortunately,
the law, commonly referred to as health care reform, which we fought so hard to prevent, was approved
recently by Congressand givenfinal approva with the President’ ssignature. Thisleavesthosewho support the
Pro-Lifecauseand millionsof unborninan even moretenuousposition.

Despitethisheavy blow, weasPro-Life L ouisianans continuein our struggleto maintain the sanctity of
human life. Asthelawswerebeing passed and thingslooked rather grim for Pro-Life supporters, membersof
our Louisiana State L egid ature were already drafting billsthat they planned to introduce in their upcoming
session. Throughthesebills, our Pro-Lifelegislators hopeto nullify the Pro-Abortion affects of the newly
passed health carereform law and redefine the term * human person” toinclude every human being fromthe
beginning of the biological development of that human being.” In support of thisattempt to maintain the
sanctity of life, at least in our State, asPro-Life Chair Couple, weintend to continuethisfight and encourage our
LouisanaKnights& their familiesto voicethelr support of these proposed measures.

Aswelook back over thispast year, despiteour “losses’” inthepolitical arena, alot was accomplished.
AsPro-LifeChair Couplefor the State of L ouisiana, weimplemented afew new projectsand continued others
that wereaready inplace. Much of our effortsweredirected at thefinancia support of our local pregnancy
resource centers, with our primary focus on Council & Assembly sponsorship of Pro-Life Baby Bottle Cam-
paigns. Thisremainsinour opinion oneof themost effective meansof supporting the Pro-Lifecausesincethis
support hasameasurabl e effect on prevention of actua planned abortions. Theresultsaretruly measurable
with some centersboasting asuccessrate of over 90% in preventing abortionson acase-by-casebasis. Much
of thissuccessisdirectly attributable to one-on-one counseling and the use of ultrasound imaging for those
women contempl ating an abortion.

Asmembersof the LouisianaKnightsof Columbus, we should al be proud of al that we accomplished
thisyear inthe Pro-Lifearea. First, last year’schangesto the State Activity Grading Formswereofficially
implemented thisyear. Whileinyearspast, Councilscould “get by”, earning pointswhiledoing very littleto
support the Pro-Life cause, these changes provided amore stringent requirement whereby Councilswere
expected to include two major and four minor Pro-Lifeactivitiesintheir Council activitiesprogram. This
requirement ismandatory for those Councilswho wish to “earn” 100% of the possible points attributable to
Pro-Lifeactivities,

In order to help our Councilstransitioninto thischange, “ guidelines’” weredrafted that provided several
specific examplesof what could be used to meet the requirementsunder the revised activity report structure.
Theguiddineswerehanded out at thefirst State Family meeting of theyear and at both KCL Smeetings. They
werealso posted on the State website and werefeatured in an article published in the Louisiana Knight. We
hopethat thiseffort provided our Councilswith theinformation necessary to implement successful Pro-Life
programswithintheir Councils, while“raising thebar” for our Pro-Life program requirements.

Thiswasindeed abusy year for usasPro-Life Chair Couple. WepublishedfivearticlesinthelLouisana
Knight and spoke at the first State Family meeting, both KCL S meetings, and to members of the Ladies
Auxiliary ontwo separate occasions. Wea so prepared and distributed severa handoutsat these meetingsand
in packetsdistributed though the State Office. Theseincluded ahandout, which profoundly asked, “What does
it taketo know thevaueof human Life?” and another, which through dialogue answersthe question, “What is
aPregnancy Resource Center?’
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In addition, we handed out a Pro-Life Chair Couple Contact Form on more than one occasion, which
wasdrafted inan attempt to provide uswith contact information for individual Council Pro-LifeChair Couples
acrossthe State. Thiswould alow usto sendimportant information at any timeby e-mail to Council Pro-Life
Chair Couples.

With several Councilscooperating by sending intheseformsviamail & e-mail early intheyear, wewere
abletoadd Pro-Life Chair Couplesto our e-mail distribution list for important issuespertaining to Pro-Life.
Asnew issues devel oped affecting the Pro-Life agenda, e-mailswere sent out to Council Pro-Life Chair
Couplesfor distributionto their Council membersviae-mail or at their meetings.

Asthe year wound down, it seemed that our work was just beginning. With the State Convention
approaching we decided that something “ spiritual” would bein order. Wewanted to do something origina that
wethought would bevery effective. Wewanted to do something we had not done before, somethingwehad
not seen anywhere before.

Withalittlereflection & crestivity, we came up with theideaof using actua fetal modelsto help encour-
agePro-Lifeprayer. Weasked for and received permission from our State Deputy to prepare and distribute
specia “Pro-Life Prayer Packets’ at thisyear’s Convention. The purpose of the packetswasto encourage
Knights& their familiesto pray daily for an end to abortion. The packetswereto include an actual 12-week
fetal model and asmall prayer booklet containing several Pro-Lifeprayers.

With the State Deputy’ s approval, cooperation, & funding and with the support of heand his staff, we
prepared 1,000 of these Pro-Life Prayer Packetsto beincluded in each Convention packet and to distribute
to spousesat ameeting of the LadiesAuxiliary planned in conjunctionwith our Convention. Theend product,
whichwasdistributed, included thefetd modd , abooklet containing nine Pro-Life Prayers, abrief explanation
of the purpose of the packet, and asmall card that explained fetal devel opment.

Several weeksbefore the Convention, we were asked by amember of the Elected State Officersto
spearhead a project, which the Officerswanted to include on thisyear’s Convention agenda. Members
attending the Convention were asked to bring a* baby shower gift” that would be donated to the Desormeaux
Foundation, alocal non-profit foundation that overseesthree Pro-Lifeministries, “ TheWomen'sCenter” (a
pregnancy resource center), the* St. Marguerited' YouvilleHome” (amaternity home), and “Baby & Me
Boutique’ (ababy & maternity thrift shop).

Publicity for thisspecial baby shower project wasincluded in the Louisiana Knight and in correspon-
dence sent by the State Officersto our Knights& the LadiesAuxiliary. The publicity provided acomprehen-
sivelist of needed itemsand suggested that memberswho wereregistered for the Convention each bring an
itemfor the baby shower, ask their Council to sponsor asmall driveto collect items, or purchase one of the
many needed “larger” itemswith Council funds.

With the success of thispast year, we hopeto serve another term as State Pro-Life Chair Couple. We
look forward to another productive year and know that next year will be even more successful giventhe
continued support of our Officers, Staff, and individua Councils.

Firgt, I would liketo thank our State Deputy for placing histrust and confidencein mein asking meto be
the State Scouting Chairman. | would a so liketo thanksthe many Brother Knightswho have supported and
helped thisprograminitssecond year initscurrent format.

Aswereach the end of the second year of the State Scouting Program for the L ouisiana State Council ,
it would be easy to be abit disappointed in the slow growth of the program and the lack of use by many
councils. However, itisimportant to remember that the Worthy State Deputy and myself decided that while
thenationa program of starting new Scouting unitswasagreat starting point, wefelt that the Knights of the
State of Louisianacould do somuchmore. Sowhilethemainfocusof thenationd initiativeisunit retention and
growth, our state program actually hasfive areasof concentration:

1. Retention of Cub Scout, Boy Scout and Venturing unitsthat arein danger of folding dueto thelossof
their chartering partner.

2. The creation of new Cub Scout, Boy Scout and Venturing unitsto bring the Scouting program to
underserved aregs.

3. Thepromotion and sponsorship of the Catholic Religious Emblemsprogram,;

4. The promotion of increased volunteerismin the Scouting program by our Brother Knights, at theunit,
district and/or diocesan levels.

5. Recognition of Brother Knightswho have given yearsof serviceto the Boy Scoutsof Americathough
anew state award, the FrancisJ. Parater Award.

During thissecond year of the program we have had some dow downin theactua use of the program by
councils, but we have still had some progressinthe areas of concentration:

1. Intermsof unit retention we have only been contacted by one unit (a Cub Scout Pack) thisyear that
waslooking for helpinfinding anew chartered partner. Aswewere unableto find acouncil or assembly in
their areawilling to take on thistask, welocated a Catholic Church that waswilling to be the new chartered
partner for thispack.

2. We have had no new units chartered to Councilsor Assembliesto date thisyear but one council has
expressed interest in bringing Scouting to their area.

3. Amajor change was undertaken in the scoring for the State Deputy’ sAward thisyear. Whilewedtill
want councilsto promote and sponsor the Catholic Religious Emblems program, some councilshave not been
ableto participatein thisprogram dueto lack of interest fromtheir local Scouting units. Thescoringisnow
based on councilsexplaining how they have supported the Scouting program throughout theyear. Promotion
and sponsorship of the Catholic Religious Emblemsprogramisjust oneway to meet thisitem.

4. Whilemany of our Brother Knightsarevery visiblein their volunteerism with the Scouts, thereare
many morethat fly under theradar. Thismakesit very difficult to track how wearedoinginincreasing the
number of Knightswho arevolunteering with the Scouts at variouslevels. Wewill continueto emphasizethe
crossover potentia of Knightsand Scouting volunteersin theyearsto come.

5. Todate we havereceived five qualified nominationsfor the new award. 1 amlooking forward to the
opportunity to makethefirst award presentation. Wewill be making these presentationsat M asses sponsored
by the Diocesan Catholic Committees on Scouting so we can recogni ze theseworthy Brothersin front of the
very Scoutsthey areserving.

Whilethe state Scouting programisdtill initsinfancy, we aremaking great stridesin turning thisinto one
of the state’ s preeminent programs.

To all whoinvited meto their meetingsand provided mean
opportunity to speak and/or presented me a contribution to thisprogram at that time, | offer my heartfelt
thanks. | believethat attending meetingslike these aidsthe L ouisiana State Council achievetheir Y.E.P.
fundrasinggod.

Thisyear, we began aswedid the prior year by providing each council their annual quotaat the KCLS
meeting. | then used each opportunity that | wasgivento speak withtheAreaCoordinators, District Deputies,
Grand Knights, fellow brother knightsand, at times, family members asameansto educate them on what the
money collected was used and that virtually all of thefundsfor our youth programs comesfrom council
contributionsto Y.E.P. Many wereaready aware of these expendituresand sources, but somewerenot. This
wasall doneinacontinued effort to emphasize why all councils should striveto meet their quotaand the
consequencesto theyouth programsin thisstateif the needed fundswere not received.

Council donationsbegan to arrive s owly during the monthsimmediately following the start of thispro-
gram year; however, many councilswerewaiting in anticipation for Grand Knights Day and the* Parade of
Councils.” Wetried adifferent method for the paradethisyear. We assembled theinformation regarding the
councilsand their donationsand placed it in aPowerPoint presentation. That presentation was displayed
during the meeting and that becamethe parade.

All through her life, Nan haslived in
service of others. Her garden is always in flourish, her house open to any that come her way, and her freezer
stocked with homemade ice cream. Nan never complains, never misses a birthday, and takes every opportunity
to bewith her family members. Nan travelsall over theworld. Her passport isfull of stampsfrom exotic places.
Nan's love of adventure displays a respect for life that is deeper than just anti-abortion. Although she has
explored theworld and lived through many troubling times, her faith isas strong asarock. Eveninto her eighties,
Nan has served others by cooking meals for her older neighbors and driving them places. My aunt Nan passed
away two weeks ago, leaving behind her many loving nieces and nephews. | will always respect and ook up to
Nan as an example of aprolifewoman.

InAmericaalone, 3,315
abortionsare performed daily. What isthetruth?Are 3,315 “ pregnanciesterminated” everyday.....or isthe
hope of lifevacuumed away intherhetoric of choice?

A leading argument for abortion suggeststhat afetusgradually gainsrightsasit devel ops, having more
rightsasasix-month old fetusthanit did asanewly conceived zygote. If thisview of developmenta rightsis
correct, then human rightsand worth must continueto grow after birth aswell. Thus, an adolescent would
havemoreright tolifethan hisinfant brother, but hismother moreright tolifethan either child. Reasonandlogic
tell usthat thisdevelopmenta philosophy must beafdlacy, € sewewould eventualy haveto draw alinewhere
afetusfinally doesbecomeachild, whether in thewomb or outside of it. And whoisquaified to determine
this? Who isto say when something ceasesto beti ssue and becomes someone with an unalienableright to
life?

A newly concelved child containsinitsonecell dl of thegeneticinformationthat it will ever need. Theonly
thingswhich it needsto devel op are oxygen, nutrition, and time. By the seventh day of thechild’sexistencehe
or shedready hasan established brain, nervous system, and spina cord. Inthefifth month of gestation, babies
born prematurewill likely survive, dueto advancementsin neo-natal medicine. In point of fact, 90% of a
humans devel opment takes place inside of thewomb. Even asall of these changes occur and alife blossoms
forth, 22% of al pregnanciesendin abortion.

In earlier times, menignored the cries of the Chosen people whose liveswere exterminated inafinal
solution that would rid theworld of the Untermenschen-the subhumans. In modern timesthe Un-chosen
peoplearelikewisevictimized in anew Holocaust of choice.

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Thestruggleto accept therespons bilities, tria sand blessings of motherhood are unique and difficult for
every woman, married or otherwise. Yet there are unspeakabl e amounts of beauty to befound inthewoman
who choosesthe heroism and love of motherhood. | am thefifth of eleven children and | havewitnessed the
struggles my mother has had to overcomethrough her fourteen pregnancies. She hashad to endurethe scorn
and criticism of some, whileba ancing adifficult andlaboriousschedule. Still thelivesof thethreechildrenshe
lost in miscarriage brought my family great sorrow, whilea so helping usto understand some of the pain and
lossthat awoman who undergoes an abortion must endure. | myself would love nothing morethanto become
amother, and sharewith my children thejoy, and promiseand loveto befoundinlife. Andif | couldtell a
struggling pregnant girl only onething, I wouldtell her about my family, and dl of thejoy and light that choosing
lifehasthe potentia to bring.

Inthisage our consciences have grown clouded by philosopherswhottry to definelifeintermsof gesta-
tion periods and pre-natal phases. We see what we are supposed to see; shapel esstissue known only asa
fetus, or apotential life. But thetruth still remainsunder the shadowswhereatorn body isdiscarded, not even
givenagrave. Thetruthisthat until we seeand care, that aheartbreaking type of agenocide, adiscrimination
against our speciesisprevaent, wewill not have peace. Until we ceaseto watch asthosevictimsdie, until we
risesup andtruly fight for our dearest freedom, our right to life, wetoo are partly guilty. Whenwefinaly accept
thetruth wewill beableto raise our eyesand hopesand finally attain what we havelonged for for solong; a
world of peace, and anation brimming and echoing from seato shining seawith freedom and lifefor al.
