Over the last month, there has

been a lot of talk about “gestational sur-

rogacy” here in Louisiana.  A bill was

recently before our Louisiana Legisla-

ture (HB187), which would have es-

sentially made certain aspects of this

concept legal and legally binding on the

parties involved.

What prompted this legislative

action, which was also before the

House last year, was that there are pres-

ently no laws specifically governing ges-

tational surrogacy in Louisiana.  As a

result, couples that wish to have a baby

and the surrogate mother who wishes

to assist them can and often do end up

with some sort of disagreement.  In

many cases, this is not covered in the

legal agreement that they signed before

going into what many call a “womb for

rent” contract.

In order to better understand what

is going on, first, the authors of the bill

were trying to “clean up” some of the

legal matters or lose ends surrounding

gestational surrogacy.  They were at-

tempting to avoid among other things,

unnecessary lawsuits and incidents of

blackmail.  They also wanted to avoid

excessive profiting by surrogate moth-

ers who might “rent” their wombs at a

price that clearly far exceeds what would
be acceptable when reimbursing their
medical & living expenses.  There are
several incidents of these abuses across
the nation.  There was also at least one
incident involving a couple offering to pay
$10,000 to their surrogate to have an
abortion because they were told she was
carrying a baby that was “abnormal”
(their words, not ours!).

The problem with all of this other
than the obvious exploitation of the sur-
rogate mother, centers around the fact
that a procedure called in vitro fertili-
zation (IVF) is an integral part of ges-
tational surrogacy.  This procedure in-
volves fertilizing several of a woman’s
eggs with the sperm of her husband, or
in some cases a donor, and implanting
some of the developing fetuses into the
womb of the mother.  In the case of ges-
tational surrogacy, they are implanted in
the womb of another woman or surro-
gate.

As Catholics we should under-
stand that this procedure and any other
that involves this type of intervention is
morally wrong.  It is labeled illicit by the
church.  What makes this particular pro-
cedure exceptionally wrong is what hap-
pens to the embryos that never make it
to the womb, or those that happen to be
among several “excess” embryos that
implant and begin to grow in the womb.

Any “excess” embryos are de-
stroyed, used for research (such as fe-
tal stem cell research), or remain frozen
for some undetermined time.  More than
often, this process involves the destruc-
tion of life.  Another important factor to
remember is that often times, when mul-
tiple implantations occur, the doctor will
recommend, and the couple will chose
to undergo, “pregnancy reduction” sur-
gery, or using the more appropriate term
“selective abortion”.  This is simply an
abortion procedure that removes any
babies that exceed the number desired
by the couple.

That being said, we as Pro-Life
advocates must do our best to prevent
any legislation that will further the ges-

tational surrogacy or IVF cause.  In good
faith as Catholics, we simply cannot al-
low it.

One other point we would like to
make, while we are on this subject, is
that there are indeed alternatives to the
IVF procedure that are effective and
non-illicit.  Many of these procedures &
methods have been around for years, yet
most of us have never heard of these
procedures that in many cases can be
even more effective than IVF and are
considered acceptable by the Church.

While there are many methods &
procedures that can be used safely with-
out the side effects of IVF and without
going against our church teachings, in
order to illustrate what is available and
give you an idea of just how effective
they are, we would like to share with
you one example of a group of techniques
that was developed through a founda-
tion called the Pope Paul VI Institute.
The foundation has labeled their chosen
group of techniques “NaPro Technol-
ogy” (Natural Procreative Technology).
There is a great deal of information about
this group of techniques online and we
encourage you to remain informed and
visit one of the many available websites
that detail NaPro Technology or other
procedures that are acceptable alterna-
tives to IVF.

As Pro-Life advocates it is impor-
tant for us to remain informed and to in-
form others on matters that affect our
Culture of Life.  When we do this, we
must use prudence and avoid as much
as possible, offending others.  While we
do condemn the IVF procedure, we can-
not as Christians condemn or judge those

that choose to use it.  We should also be
very cautious not to imply that a child
born as a result of this procedure is any-
thing other than a unique human life
formed in the image & likeness of God.

It is also important to note that
NaPro is not a miracle cure for infertil-
ity.  There are some situations that can-
not be overcome by NaPro or one of
the many other techniques used by doc-
tors to help those who cannot conceive.
Also, just because a doctor has not been
trained specifically in NaPro Technology
does not mean that his skill as a physi-
cian or surgeon should be questioned.
There are many “Catholic Friendly” Ob/
Gyn’s that will be happy to assist those
that have fertility issues.  Many are not
“NaPro” certified but are equally quali-
fied.  There are many doctors out there
that will respect our religious principles
and try techniques that do not violate
church teachings.  The important thing
is to choose a doctor that will respect
life.  This would be a doctor that does
not prescribe artificial birth control
whether in the form of a pill or a device,
does not perform abortion for any rea-
son, and does not practice in vitro fertili-
zation.

We hope that this article has en-
lightened you on the subjects of gesta-
tional surrogacy and in vitro fertilization.

Please check your calendar for
upcoming state athletic events!
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As officers and delegates prepare to depart for this year's State Convention, we urge them to
read the following resume of rules that will be applicable for business sessions of the annual meeting.
It may be a good idea to bring this article with you.

THE STATE COUNCIL
What makes up the State Council?  The State Council consists of the Grand Knight and a past

Grand Knight, referred to as delegates, from each subordinate council in good standing in the state;
the elected State Officers and the State Chaplain; the immediate Past State Deputy.  All of these
Brother Knights have both a voice and a vote at the State Council Meeting (Convention).

ATTENDANCE AT STATE CONVENTION
Who attends State Council Meetings (Convention)?  All members of State Council and all

members of State Family are expected to attend. The State Council has been defined above.  The
State Family consists of State Officers, the Past State Deputies, the State Chairmen, District
Deputies, Diocesan Chaplains, Chapter Presidents, General Insurance Agents, President of Finan-
cial Secretaries Association and the State Office Administrator.  The State Officers and delegates as
defined above have both a voice and vote in the State Council Meeting.  Past State Deputies, other
than the last living Past State Deputy, and District Deputies, shall be permitted the privilege of
membership in State Council, but without the right to vote therein.

WHO MAY SPEAK AT CONVENTION
State Chairmen, who are not otherwise members of said State Council, have the right to speak

on questions pertaining to the functions of their particular committees, but without the right to vote
therein.  The Financial Secretaries of all Councils are expected to attend the State Convention as the
meeting of the State Financial Secretaries Association is held during the Convention.  The Financial
Secretaries have neither voice nor vote in the State Council Meeting.  Any Third Degree member is
entitled to attend the State Convention as a visitor, but has neither voice nor vote in State Council
Meetings.  The State Council, can, on request, however, grant the privileges of the floor to a Third
Degree member of the Order.

SEATING ARRANGEMENTS
In order that business of the State Council may be efficiently conducted, these rules are to be

followed.  All delegates and State Family sit in designated sections of meeting hall.  The State Family
sits in one section and the delegates sit in District groups with their respective District Deputies.  All
visitors sit in rear of these groups.

ELECTIONS & ROLL CALL
The State Council elects the State Officers and delegates to the Supreme Council (Conven-

tion) annually.  To expedite this election, the reading of a permanent roll of the State Council and the
election are combined in one operation whenever possible.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS & DELEGATES
State Council Officers are, in their order of precedence: The State Deputy, State Secretary,

State Treasurer, State Advocate, and State Warden.  The Immediate Past State Deputy is anex-officio
officer and these men select the State Chaplain.  Our Jurisdiction is large enough in membership to
be entitled to maximum representation at the Supreme Council Meetings - five (5) insurance del-
egates and five (5) associate delegates.

ELECTION OF ALTERNATES AS WELL
Our State Council Meetings will elect four (4) insurance and four (4) associate delegates.  The

State Deputy is ex-officio an insurance delegate and the Immediate Past State Deputy is ex-officio an
associate delegate.  The State Council also elects five (5) alternates for the insurance delegates and
five (5) alternates for the associate delegates.  In electing delegates and alternates no majority of the
votes cast is necessary.  They are elected according to their plurality of votes.  Section 4, subdivision
7 (c) of the Charter, Constitution and the Laws of the Order provides that “Vacancies created by the
inability of representatives to attend the Supreme Council Meeting shall be filled by the alternate in
the order of the precedence, according to the vote electing them, provided that only insurance
alternates shall fill vacancies for insurance representatives.”  In case of a tie vote, the State Deputy
shall designate which one shall serve. If the alternate above provided for is not present, the next in
order who is present may fill the vacancy.  Names on the ballot are printed in alphabetical order.

time to get busy!  The end of the frater-
nal year will be here before you know it.
We are one month away from State
Convention.  We are all strong fibers in
the cable of Columbianism.  We must all
do our part and recruit new members at
every available opportunity that we en-
counter.

and has continued since then as a project

of Squires Circles, councils and Fourth

Degree assemblies in several jurisdic-

tions.

Forty-one years later in 2001, the

Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson ex-

panded the program. In earlier years the

One Rose was run from London,

Ontario, through 10 states in the United

States, and then crossing at the Inter-

national Bridge and ending in

Monterrey, Mexico.  Now six roses

travel simultaneously through 53 states

and provinces before entering Mexico

and arriving at the Basilica of Our Lady

of Guadalupe for the Feast of Our Lady

of Guadalupe on December 12. (For

specific routes and dates go to the

website www.runningoftherose.org.)

 Once more at the 119th Annual

Meeting of the Supreme Council in

Toronto in 2001, the Supreme Knight

Anderson said that “the ‘Running of the

Rose’ is a perfect program for the

Knights of Columbus and through it we

honor not only Our Lady of Guadalupe

and express the unity of the Order, but

we also reaffirm the Order’s dedica-

tion to the sanctity of human life.” He

also added that “It is to the Blessed

Mother that we turn in prayer as we

work to end the Culture of Death that

grips our society. As we think in terms

of ‘One Life, One Rose,’ it is most ap-

propriate that we turn to Our Lady of

Guadalupe who made known her will

through Juan Diego and the miracle of

the roses.”

Organizing the Program

Once the Supreme Council pub-

lishes the route dates, the Louisiana

Chairman and his committee will estab-

lish a route so that the Silver Rose

moves and transfers harmoniously

throughout the State within the estab-

lished time frame, October 5 – No-

vember 2.

Local Chairman Guidelines

If you would like to participate in

it, please follow these guidelines:

Step One

1. Appoint a committee to help

you arrange the various details of the

program. As soon as possible after your

appointment, meet with the pastor of

your home parish or the parish where

you think the service should be held and

ask for permission to hold the Silver

Rose Service in the church on the date

specified by the schedule the state

chairman will provide.

2. Take a copy of the Silver

Rose Prayer Service booklet with

you so the pastor can see what the pro-

gram is all about. Let him know that the

Order will greatly appreciate his pres-

ence to play an important role at the

service, specifically that of the Liturgy

of the Word, and if he wishes, offer a

brief homily – another priest or deacon

can handle this if the pastor cannot be

present and has no objections. (If there

is no member of the clergy available the

Gospel and homily are eliminated from

the service.) Assure him that the Knights

will do all the “heavy lifting” of the or-

ganizational work.

NOTE: Prayer booklets for the

services will accompany the program,

but  in the meantime, if you need a pdf

copy, please go to our website http://

louisianakc.org/programs/silverrose for

English and/or Spanish versions to use

in promoting or educating about the

program locally.

3. Submit your inputs to partici-

pate. Please provide a primary day and

two alternate weekdays (Monday,

Tuesday, etc.), NOT calendar dates as

soon as you can.

Step Two

Promoting the Silver Rose Ser-

vice requires more than a simple bul-

letin announcement. People need to

know what the program is and why it is

being offered. Well in advance of the

event prepare an information packet on

the Our Lady of Guadalupe Silver Rose

– One Life, One Rose program. This

might include the story of Our Lady of

Guadalupe and the “Miracle of the

Roses,” the background and history of

the Silver Rose program. This material

can be obtained from our website or

the Silver Rose website:

www.runningoftherose.org.

1. Distribute this information

as widely as possible to neighboring

parishes, other Catholic groups, reli-

gious education (CCD) coordinators,

Catholic schools or area Pro-Life or-

ganizations for example. Ask each group

to urge their members to attend the Sil-

ver Rose Service.

2. Contact local newspapers

and radio stations well in advance of

the date and be ready to answer ques-

tions they may have. Request bulletin

announcements in area parishes and ask

the pastors if you might speak briefly to

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their congregations following Masses on

the weekend preceding the Silver Rose

Service. Details and Suggestions

1. The Receiving Council nor-

mally picks up the program package.

2. Be sure to invite the

Columbian Squires if there are circles

in your area. The Silver Rose program

originated with the Squires.

3. If your council or district

would like to host the Silver Rose

program for more than a day, please

let the Louisiana Coordinator know via

email. If you cannot have the program

at your church, it is suggested to hold it

at a different site - council meeting,

prayer group meeting, etc.

4. The Silver Rose package

that you will receive consists of: (1) the

Silver Rose; (2) prayer booklets for the

services in English and/or Spanish ver-

sions: (3) and, the schedule with con-

tact names and telephone numbers.

5. Distribute the Silver Rose

Prayer Service booklets before

Mass. Gather them up afterwards. The

booklets are to travel with the Silver

Rose from location to location. The

Prayer Service should not be part of

Mass, although it may be held immedi-

ately after Mass. Provide the State

Chairman with any articles or pictures

of the Silver Rose Program in your com-

munity as quickly as possible.

6. The host council may create

a petition box and provide slips of

paper on which those attending could

write their petitions and place them in

the box. The box is given to the pastor

after the Silver Rose Service and placed

at the altar at a later Mass. Easy to do

and audience participation at its best.

After the transfer of the Rose

to the next location, the last respon-

sibility of the Local Chairman is to pro-

vide the State Chairman with the statis-

tics informing him of the number of ser-

vices held and the number of people

attending them as soon as possible.
