Brother Knights.  It is early 
April and time is running out to get 
your donations in to receive credit for 
this year’s YEP fund raiser.  Many 
thanks to all councils who have 
submitted their YEP donations and 
showed their support for the youth of 
our state.  A total of only 93 councils 
have already made donations for 
this worthy program.  As of March 
20, 2015 a total of $78,674.48 has 
been received.  This puts us at just 
under 67% of our goal.  Based on 
past year’s donations, we are way 
behind in our efforts to fund YEP 
for the year. Please note that we still 
have more than 200 councils in the 
state who have not yet donated to 

YEP. Please review the spreadsheet 
listing all councils and their dona-
tions received as of March 20, 2015.

Many of these donations rep-
resent the council’s quota for the 
year.  Some of the council donations 
represent quota plus.  If your council 
has not yet donated, it is never too 
late to do so.  You have until June 
30, 2015 to make this year’s dona-
tion.  April 5, 2015 was the deadline 
to make your donation and receive 
points towards the State Deputy’s 
Award. You can receive 100 points 
if your council meets their assigned 
quota for YEP.  Points are based on 
the percentage of your quota con-
tributed.

If for whatever reason, your 
council is not able to meet your full 
quota, you can make a partial dona-
tion.  Every council should try and 
find a way to support this program.  
You can even make several dona-
tions spread throughout the year.  

The State Budget for YEP fund-
ing for the 2014-2015 Columbian 
Year is $116,500. This budget has 
been adjusted down considerably 
from previous years. We continue to 
have to cut allocations to State Youth 
Programs to match the income from 
your YEP donations. As you can see, 
we are way short of reaching our 
goal.   I would like to thank you once 
again for your continued support of 
this most worthy program.  Let’s all 
continue to work together and do 
whatever we can to make this year a 
record year in the state of Louisiana.

Arline and I continue to be 
impressed with the Culture of Life 
activities by individual councils 
throughout the state.  Whether the 
effort is considered big or small, 
this Christian work is having a direct 
impact on the lives of real people.  
Sometimes we feel that our efforts 
are in vain because we don’t see 
immediate results.  Just remember 
Mother Teresa’s guidance: “God 
does not require that we be success-
ful only that we be faithful.”

We want to make direct contact 
with every council in the state.  How-

ever, only about one-third of councils 
in the state have named a Culture of 
Life chair couple or director.  We 
also recognize that some councils 
are shorthanded and this may force 
a Grand Knight to reduce activities.  
However, getting started may not 
be as difficult as you think.  A first 
step is simply to name a Culture of 
Life director for your council and 
send his contact information to us.  
A form is available on the state web 
site under Programs/Culture of Life.  
We are providing Culture of Life 
materials by email, primarily through 
our monthly newsletter.  Please take 
advantage of this information to help 
build a Culture of Life.

While our state Culture of Life 
efforts are focused on intrinsic evils 
such as abortion and euthanasia, 
there are many other threats to hu-
man life.  The Holy Father recently 
declared that the death penalty can-
not be justified in our modern society 
and there is no humane way to kill 
another person.

The world is changing rapidly 
and not necessarily for the better.  
We learned recently that the British 
House of Commons voted to move 
forward with plans to create three-
parent embryos.  This latest move 
toward eugenics is being advanced 
through a deliberate effort to deceive 
the public.  “For everyone who does 
wicked things hates the light and 
does not come toward the light, so 
that his works might not be exposed” 
(John 3:20).  Our effort to build a 
Culture of Life must include educa-
tion, so this is a key component of 
our state program. 

Once again, we will collect 
baby items at the State Convention 
in Baton Rouge.  These items will 
help local pregnancy centers serve 
expecting and new mothers in need.

In the past years I have received 
many questions as to who Bishop 
Greco was and how the Foundation 
began. I will try in this article to give 
some answers to those questions.

First, Bishop Charles Pascal 
Greco was born October 29, 1894 
in New Orleans, Louisiana and was 
ordained a Priest July 25, 1918. He 
was appointed Bishop of Alexandria, 
Louisiana in 1946 and served as the 
Bishop for Alexandria until 1973.

Second he was State Chaplain 
for Louisiana from 1954 until 1987 
and served as Supreme Chaplain 
from 1961 until 1987. Bishop Greco 
was the longest serving Supreme and 
State Chaplain. He died on January 
20, 1987 and is buried at Maryhill in 
Pineville, La.

Bishop Greco founded two 
homes for handicapped children,  
Holy Angels in Shreveport, La. and 
Saint Mary’s Training Center in 
Alexandria, La. Today Holy Angels 
is privately run, while Saint Mary’s 
is operated by the Diocese of Alex-
andria.

After Bishop Greco died, the 
State Deputy at the time, Thomas 
McGuire wanted to honor Bishop 
Greco in a special way. Our beloved 
Bishop loved his Priesthood, our 
Holy Mother Church and of course 
his Brother Knights. The foundation 
was formed to support young men 

studying for the priesthood, from 
Louisiana and who would serve our 
Church in Louisiana.

The core dollars are invested 
and only the interest each year is 
divided among the seminarians 
studying to be Priest. The core dol-
lars have come from many donations 
from Brother Knights, Councils and 
also some who are not members 
of the Knights of Columbus. The 
memorial card program continues 
to help grow the core dollars so as 
to increase the support given each 
year. We ask each Council to send a 
donation for this worthy cause and 
also ask every Brother Knight to 
use the card program or just send the 
foundation a donation.

Vivat Jesus!
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As officers and delegates prepare to depart for this year’s State Convention, we urge them 
to read the following resume of rules that will be applicable for business sessions of the annual 
meeting.  It may be a good idea to bring this article with you.			 

THE STATE COUNCIL
What makes up the State Council?  The State Council consists of the Grand Knight and a 

past Grand Knight, referred to as delegates, from each subordinate council in good standing in the 
state; the elected State Officers and the State Chaplain; the immediate Past State Deputy.  All of 
these Brother Knights have both a voice and a vote at the State Council Meeting (Convention).	

ATTENDANCE AT STATE CONVENTION
Who attends State Council Meetings (Convention)?  All members of State Council and all 

members of State Family are expected to attend. The State Council has been defined above.  The 
State Family consists of State Officers, the Past State Deputies, the State Chairmen, District Deputies, 
Diocesan Chaplains, Chapter Presidents, General Insurance Agents, President of Financial Secretaries 
Association and the State Office Administrator.  The State Officers and delegates as defined above 
have both a voice and vote in the State Council Meeting.  Past State Deputies, other than the last 
living Past State Deputy, and District Deputies, shall be permitted the privilege of membership in 
State Council, but without the right to vote therein.	

WHO MAY SPEAK AT CONVENTION
State Chairmen, who are not otherwise members of said State Council, have the right to speak 

on questions pertaining to the functions of their particular committees, but without the right to vote 
therein.  The Financial Secretaries of all Councils are expected to attend the State Convention as the 
meeting of the State Financial Secretaries Association is held during the Convention.  The Financial 
Secretaries have neither voice nor vote in the State Council Meeting.  Any Third Degree member is 
entitled to attend the State Convention as a visitor, but has neither voice nor vote in State Council 
Meetings.  The State Council, can, on request, however, grant the privileges of the floor to a Third 
Degree member of the Order.			

SEATING ARRANGEMENTS
In order that business of the State Council may be efficiently conducted, these rules are to be 

followed.  All delegates and State Family sit in designated sections of meeting hall.  The State Fam-
ily sits in one section and the delegates sit in District groups with their respective District Deputies.  
All visitors sit in rear of these groups.	

ELECTIONS & ROLL CALL
The State Council elects the State Officers and delegates to the Supreme Council (Conven-

tion) annually.  To expedite this election, the reading of a permanent roll of the State Council and 
the election are combined in one operation whenever possible.		

ELECTION OF OFFICERS & DELEGATES
State Council Officers are, in their order of precedence: The State Deputy, State Secretary, 

State Treasurer, State Advocate, and State Warden.  The Immediate Past State Deputy is anex-officio 
officer and these men select the State Chaplain.  Our Jurisdiction is large enough in membership to be 
entitled to maximum representation at the Supreme Council Meetings - five (5) insurance delegates 
and five (5) associate delegates.	 					   

ELECTION OF ALTERNATES AS WELL
Our State Council Meetings will elect four (4) insurance and four (4) associate delegates.  The 

State Deputy is ex-officio an insurance delegate and the Immediate Past State Deputy is ex-officio an 
associate delegate.  The State Council also elects five (5) alternates for the insurance delegates and 
five (5) alternates for the associate delegates.  In electing delegates and alternates no majority of the 
votes cast is necessary.  They are elected according to their plurality of votes.  Section 4, subdivision 
7 (c) of the Charter, Constitution and the Laws of the Order provides that “Vacancies created by the 
inability of representatives to attend the Supreme Council Meeting shall be filled by the alternate 
in the order of the precedence, according to the vote electing them, provided that only insurance 
alternates shall fill vacancies for insurance representatives.”  In case of a tie vote, the State Deputy 
shall designate which one shall serve. If the alternate above provided for is not present, the next in 
order who is present may fill the vacancy.  Names on the ballot are printed in alphabetical order.

MUST SUBMIT WRITTEN INFO ON NOMINEE
When making a nomination for a State Office or Supreme Council delegate or alternate, 

the nominator must submit A WRITTEN NOMINATION on the nominee listing his full name (no 
nicknames), KC membership number, mailing address with zip code, and KC Insurance Certificate 
number is being nominated for State Deputy or Insurance Delegate or Insurance Alternate.  This 
written nomination must be submitted to State Secretary or his designate at the time the nomination 
is made on the floor.
