The committee recommendsthe
recitation of the Serran Prayer for Vo-
cations at each council meeting and
that the council chaplain should en-
courage the recitation of this prayer
at al Masses. The committee fur-
ther recommends that a prayer be
offered at each council meeting for
the beautification of our founder Fa-
ther Michael J. McGivney. The
council chaplain should be encour-
aged to be actively involved in coun-
cil activities. In the absence of the
council Chaplain, a deacon shall be
asked to bring the message of our
faith. Thecommittee urgesall coun-
cilsto participatein the Refund Sup-
port Vocations Program (RSVP).
Each council should consider spon-
soring a speaker on vocations to the
various parochial schools. Recog-
nizing that some clergy may still be
apprehensive to Knights of Colum-
businvolvement, the committeerec-
ommends each council strongly con-
sider implementation of the Parish
Round Table Program and thus show
evidence of our belief that VOCA-
TIONS ARE OUR BUSINESS and
that each Grand Knight has a dia-
logue with each Pastor of churches
in his council area. Each council
should consider having aspeaker on
evangelization, to encourage each
member to promotethe Catholicfaith
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to non-Catholics, and to help fallen-
away Catholics to become again ac-
tiveinthe Church. Oneway thiscan
be done effectively is by supporting
evangelization through the RCIA
program.

PRO-LIFE

The committee recommendsin-
creased efforts from the state level
to provide more timely and specific
information to the council level about
upcoming activitiessuch asPro-Life
Rallies. The committee encourages
area, district and local Right To Life
Massesand demonstrations. Itisaso
recommended that continued active
exposureto the public by each coun-
cil be pursued. The committee en-
courages each council to construct a
monument to the unbornin a promi-
nent place, preferably on the church
grounds and those that have one to
maintain and have programsto bring
Pro-Life to parishioners attention.
We urge right-to-life education, to
fight abortion, and specific projects.
Such an enforcement by members
and Grand Knights of letter writing
campaignsfrom council members of
state and federal governing bodies.
We also urge the use of the vast
amount of material that is available
about the AIDS Virus, and promot-
ing abstinence and chastity asaway
of decreasing the threat of AIDS as
well as decreasing abortions and
moral decay.

The committee also recom-
mends that councils become in-
volved with local Right-To-Life or-
ganizations by way of participating
in their events and getting on their
mailing lists. The committee urges

RETREATS

The committee recommends
that each council have a guest
speaker with Catholic Retreatsasthe
subject, and that each council sched-
ule retreats for its members, indi-
vidual aswell as couples, encourag-
ing husband and wife retreats when-
ever offered.

FAMILY INVOLVEMENT

The committee recommends
continual family involvement in
council activities. The committee
also recommends each council have
amonthly Family Communion. The
committee strongly recommendsthat
widows of deceased council mem-

bers be included and recognized in
every aspect of the council’slifeand
activity. Thiscommitteefurther rec-
ommends that the council members
make themselves available to pro-
vide assistance to the widows and
receive a copy of the council news
letter and provide transportation if
needed.

YOUTH EXPANSION

PROGRAM

The committee urges each
council to actively support the Youth
Expansion Program by annually ex-
ceeding it's YEP quota, and by in-
volvement in a youth organization
such as Columbian Squires, Boy or
Girl Scouts and/or Catholic Youth
Organization (CYO). The commit-
tee recommendsthat all membersin
each council be asked to make aper-
sonal contribution to our Youth Ex-
pansion Program and councilsshould
not depend on fund-raisers only.
Each council should consider either
making it a part of the dues or add-
ing to their billing a $10.00 volun-
tary contribution by each member.
The committee recommends that all
councils participate in the CYLA
Program and that efforts be made to
properly recognizethe applicantsand
winners on the council level. The
committee further recommends con-
tinued financial support of YEP.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE

HEALTH SERVICES

The committee recommends
each council sponsor an educational
program on substance abuse by the
law enforcement agencies to local
junior and senior high schools. The
committee urges all Knights to rec-
ognize local, state and federal law
enforcement agencies. The commit-
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teefurther recommendsthat councils
establish blood donation drives, Car-
diopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR)
training programs and community
blood pressure surveys.

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tain and readmit new and recent
brothers to our councils.

Don't be trapped into a situa-
tion where you think you have tried
everything, you have done every-
thing, and that one time 30 years ago
you tried something and it didn’t
work. The definition of “Insanity”
isdoing the samething over and over
again and expecting something to
change. It's just not going to hap-
pen. There are many brothers in
many councils who would love to
take the responsibility of that coun-
cil but are pushed aside because of
various reasons. New ideas come
from new brothers. Encourage par-
ticipation in all of your council’s ac-
tivities. We have a saying in my
council that goes like this, Why?
Because we can do whatever we
want! Point being that the only limi-
tations on your councilsis placed by
those who fear change. Do some-
thing different.

Be proud of what your council
has accomplished. Boast about it,
develop a publicity committee and
send information to the local news-
papers. Above all, identify your-
selves with our emblem either on
shirts, hats, belts, flags, name tags.
Let everyone know that you are in
the Knights of Columbus. | would
like each of you to ask yourselves
what can | do different thisyear than
| did last year to bring new brothers
into our order? How can | get more
involved with my council activities?
What can | do to be a better knight?
If you don’t have a Form #100 with
you at all times, how are you going
to recruit? Membership isn’t a
sometimesthing, it'san every time
thing. | am very proud to let ev-
eryone know that “1 am a Knight
of Columbus!” | am looking for-
ward to working with every coun-
cil in the area of member ship this
year. Our goal thisyear is+1500
new brothers.

The committee al so recommendsthat all
councils send out bulletins monthly or
quarterly, and that copies of the bulletin
or newsletter be sent to five councilsin
the state, on arandom basis, for the pur-
pose of spreading and stimulating new
ideas.

INSURANCE

In view of our Founder Father
Michael J. McGivney’spurposetoform
a system of insurance so that the wid-
ows and children of members in the
group when the member dies would not
find themselves in dire financial
straights, Knights of Columbus Insur-
ance was instituted. As the insurance
program not only provides this cover-
age but also helps to finance many of
the programs of the Knights of Colum-
bus, we encourage all members to be-
come insurance members, especially
Stateand Council leaders. The commit-
tee recommends that all councils make
surethat they have adequateliability in-
surance as recommended by Supreme.
The committee further recommendsthat
the State Council petition Supreme
Council to consider the possibility of
providing types of insurance necessary
to operate council facilities. Encourage
Supreme to accept “ uninsurance Reso-
lution”.

PROTOCOL

The committee recommends that
members of the clergy and Knights of
Columbus State Family and officers be
properly recognized as to their titles or
positions at all Knights of Columbus

meetings and functions. Also, we re-
mind members of al the important as-
pectsof protocol asexplainedinthe pro-
tocol booklet. The committee also rec-
ommendsthat the State Officersreinstate
the policy of visiting subordinate coun-
cilsand protocol are strictly adhered to.

MENTALLY HANDICAPPED

CITIZENS

The Louisiana Knights of Colum-
bus are to be complimented for the tre-
mendous support of the annual statewide
fund raising program benefiting the
learning impaired. Each council iscalled
upon to continue this important work
and to utilize to the fullest the involve-
ment of families, Boy Scouts,
Columbian Squires and KC Auxiliaries
inthefund raising campaign. The com-
mittee recommends that councils use
publicity to promote the Knight of Co-
lumbus donations by secular and reli-
gious newspapers. It is recommended
that councils become more involved
with activities of the learning impaired
citizensat thelocal level and present the
fundsto theminapersonal manner. The
committee al so urges councilsto actively
support the Special Olympics Program.

SUPPORT OF THE ELDERLY

AND INFIRMED

The committee urges each council
to become actively involved in provid-
ing support for the elderly and infirmed
citizens of our communities through
such activitiesasweekly or monthly bin-
gos at the retirement or health care fa-
cility, dso Christmas-Thanksgiving Din-
ners, sponsoring Masses and commun-
ion services at the facility or just plain
visitations. The committee also recom-
mendsthat councilstry to promotethese
programsat all times of theyear, not only
holidays and special occasions.

CONCLUSION

The committee urges all councils
toimplement with thefullest extent, the
foregoing recommendations, in order to
obtain the fullest implementation of
these recommendations, the committee
urges that all councils receive and dis-
play acopy of thisreport, and that asum-
mary of this report be published in the
June issue of the LOUISIANA
