The phrase Vivat Jesus comes
from the book, “With God’'s Help —
Memoirsof Bishop CharlesP. Greco”.
Below istaken from the page of that
book which describes his use of the
phrase.

“The motto | chosewas*Vivat
Jesus” “May JesusLive’ (inthehearts
of al), amotto | had adopted for my
lifemany yearsbeforewhen| readin
theseminary thelifeof St. Bernandine.
It was this saint’s favorite prayer. |
hoped to direct all my efforts as a
bishop, as | had tried as a priest, to
make Jesus live in the hearts of His
people, especialy those committed to
my care.”

Inthefile, per Supreme Knight
Virgil Dechant, Vivat Jesuswasintro-
duced around 1980 during therevision
of the Ceremoniasof theOrder (1977-
1978) asamatter of greeting another
Knight. It camefrom Bishop Greco’'s
motto.

After athorough search through
thearchivesof ColumbiaMagazinewe
found on page 10 of the October 1978

Bishop CharlesP. Greco

edition of Columbiaan article titled
“Portrait of aPrayer: Vivat Jesus’, we
found thefollowing paragraphs.

TheunderlyingthemeVivat Jesus
of the 96" annual meeting of the Su-
preme Council in New Orleansmade
clear that the activitiesand programs
carried on by theK nightsof Columbus
must beinspired and nourished by the
Caholicfaith.

This message was stressed em-
phaticaly by SupremeKnight Virgil C.
Dechant in hisreport to the delegates
and in his brief address at the States
Dinner. It wasunderlined inthe greet-
ings sent to the del egates by Jean Car-
dinal Villot, writing asthe Secretary of
Statefor thelate Pope Paul V1. Italso
comprised the substance of the mes-
sage received from Archbishop Jean
Jadot, apostolic del egate to the United
States.

It recurred repeatedly inthehom-
ily ddivered by Bishop PhilipM. Hannan

at the opening concel ebrated Massand
in the address of Bishop Charles P,
Greco, supremechaplain, at the States
Dinner.

Thethemereceived € oquent ex-
pression from Bishop Warren L.
Boudreaux of Houma:Thibodaux ashe
spokeat thefamily hour of prayer dur-
ing theWednesday afternoon open ses-
son. Thewell-attended religious cer-
emony —an innovation at thisyear’s
convention—by itself dramatized the
spiritua bedrock which supportsal the
projectsand programs of the Order.

Dechant accented the spiritual
motif inthefirst wordsof hisannud re-
port by asking all thedelegatestojoin
himin placing the Order and hisadmin-
istration under the specia protection of
the Blessed M other and by dedicating
theconventionto thethemeVivat Jesus
(LonglivesJesus). Themotto graces
theepiscopal shield of Bishop Greco.

Basically, thesefew paragraphs
are saying that the 1978 Supreme
Convention’sthemewas Vivat Jesus,
thiswastheKnightsof Columbusfirst
official useof thephrase. The phrase
has passed around from one placeto
another, and now isused al acrossthe
world as a universal greeting of the
Knightsof Columbus. Thephraseis
often used at the beginning or end of
someone’ sremarks. Theresponseis
aways, Vivat Jesus!
