Community Service: A Council’s
Guide to Getting Families Involved

It’s easy to feel disconnected, as
many parents juggle work, school, kids,
and activity after activity. But some
simple things can bring a family closer -
playing a game, going for a hike, or
cooking a meal together. One of the
most satisfying, fun, and productive
ways to unite is volunteering for com-
munity service projects. Volunteerism
also sets a good example for your kids
and helps the community.

Why should families in your coun-
cil lend a helping hand?

It feels good. The satisfaction and
pride that comes from helping others are
important reasons to volunteer. When
you commit your time and effort to an
organization or a cause you feel strongly
about, the feeling of fulfillment can be
endless.

It strengthens your commu-
nity. Organizations and agencies that
use volunteers are providing important
services at or no cost to those who need
them. When a community is doing well
as a whole, its individuals are better off,
too.

It can strengthen your
council’s families. Volunteerism is a
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great way for families to have fun and
feel closer. But many people say they
don’t have the time to volunteer after
fulfilling work and family commitments.
If that’s the case, try rethinking some of
your free time as a family. You could
select just one or two projects a year
and make them a family tradition (for
example, making and donating gift bas-
kets to care facilities for the elderly
around the holidays).

Councils, get your member’s fami-
lies involved. The Internet offers lots of
sites with information about volunteer
opportunities. Your council can form a
committee to meet with or call a favor-
ite charity, hospital, or church directly
to see if they have any needs, or look
up “Volunteerism” in the phone book in
the Human Services section (often in the
blue pages). Families can do many vol-
unteer jobs. Even the smallest child
(with adult supervision) can pick up
garbage at your local park, playground,

church or beach. You don’t even have
to be part of a big effort to do this.
Councils, get your families together, find
some garbage bags, and head out.

Or become involved in repair and
renovation efforts for low-income resi-
dents. Younger kids might not be able
to do the big jobs, but helping out by
fetching a paintbrush or holding the nails
involves them just the same.

Work at a community food bank
or soup kitchen as a family. Find an or-
ganization that serves the elderly. Take
the food to people who are homebound
and visit with them. Your kids can
brighten a lonely senior’s day. Offer
your family’s help at the local animal
shelter. Help plant flowers or trees. The
possibilities are endless.

Whatever your council chooses to
do, volunteering and community service
can benefit both the community and your
council’s membership families. Get your
council’s families  involved today!

I am looking forward to this
being the best year ever of the program
and to assist each council in selecting
their winners to be recognized locally
and competing at the Area level.

The Catholic Youth Leadership
Award Program is one of the most dy-
namic and rewarding programs that the
State Council offers to the Member-
ship.  CYLA places an emphasis on
Catholic values, scholastic achievement,
athletics, and leadership in the areas of
church, school and community.  Catho-
lic seniors throughout the state of Loui-
siana are eligible to participate in the
CYLA program.  The only requirement
is that they must be nominated by a
council within the Louisiana jurisdiction.
Each council that participates in the
CYLA program will find it to be both
rewarding and fulfilling.  Giving outstand-
ing Catholic seniors the opportunity to
compete for cash prizes, awards, and
recognition is the very foundation of the
CYLA program.

CYLA packets will be mailed out
to the Grand Knight in early Novem-
ber.  Appeals are made on behalf of
CYLA at the state officers’ meeting and
at Grand Knights’ day, encouraging
councils to participate in the program.
Councils that participate in the program

turn in their nomination forms to the
Area Coordinators.  Area Coordina-
tors conduct their respective area com-
petition and award one boy and one girl
the distinction of being an area winner
as well as a state finalist.  The Area
Coordinator then sends the nomination
forms of the finalist to the state chair-
man.  A total of 24 finalists will com-
pete for the state championship.  Then
the copies of the nomination forms are
mailed to the state judges for grading.
Upon completion by the state judges,
the scores are tallied by the state chair-
man and are used as part of the overall
score of the finalist. The appointed ten
state level judges will conduct the ver-
bal competition on April 15th in
Lafayette.

Every student nominee should uti-
lize the online interactive nomination
form found at the state web site.  This
allows for a neater and more standard-
ized application to be produced, per-
mitting the maximum room for content
to describe the nominee’s activities and
accomplishments.

In 1913, Knights of Columbus
Council No. 1337 was chartered to
operate Boy Scout Troop 1 in Mon-
roe, Louisiana. In 1923, the Supreme
Council formally commended Scouting
as “a fruitful activity for the Order” and
said that local councils had “molded
young boys” through the Scouting pro-
gram. For more than 90 years, the
Knights have worked with the Boy
Scouts of America to serve youth. The
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2012 K.C. State Basketball

March 2-3

Knights continue to shape lives by serv-
ing more than 42,000 young people in
more than 1,400 Scouting units. As of
2005, the K of C had more than 150
Scouting units that had 50 or more
years’ tenure and more than 800 KC
councils were ensuring that young
people receive a Scouting opportunity.

In 2005 the BSA sent out letters
asking all government agencies to find
alternate charter partners so money will
not be used in lawsuits that could be
used for the Scouting programs. In the
pilot for this new agreement with the
Knights, one council decided to pick
up the charters for 23 units in its area to
keep these units functioning.

In 2006, the Knights of Colum-
bus and the National Catholic Commit-
tee on Scouting teamed up to start new
Scouting units. Each Grand Knight,
Faithful Navigator, and State and Dis-
trict Deputy in the United States should
have received a recruitment packet in-
cluding information on Scouting pro-
grams and a DVD with a message from
Supreme Knight Carl Anderson with his
support of the BSA programs.

The Scouting Program of the
Louisiana State Council consists of five
items:

1. Retention of Cub Scout, Boy
Scout and Venturing units that are in
danger of folding due to the loss of their
chartering partner;

2. The creation of new Cub Scout,
Boy Scout and Venturing units to bring
the Scouting program to underserved
areas;

3. The promotion and sponsorship
of the Catholic Religious Emblems pro-
gram;

4. The promotion of increased
volunteerism in the Scouting program
by our Brother Knights, at the unit, dis-
trict and/or diocesan levels;

My point is, I want to continue to
go to these meetings if I can have some-
one to drive me.  Father Grace wrote
wondering what was wrong.  He got very

little reports from Louisiana.  He tells us
the time is ripe for our Chaplains, as there
is a serious need within the Church and
among our Brothers and their families
for more spiritual growth.

Our Supreme Knight Carl A.
Anderson wants to move the Chaplains
report from #13 to #7 on the agenda for
every Council meeting, and said that the
Chaplains’ report (now message) should
come early in a meeting.  The Chaplain
needs to be accommodated in this sched-
ule.  Father Grace lists in his brochure
the “Supreme Chaplain’s 10 Keys to
Success as a Chaplain”.  It will be arriv-
ing at every Council as part of the “Surge
with Service” kit.  Please let me know
of any Chaplain that has not received
one.

And I ask all Council Chaplains to
please try to follow directives of our
Supreme Chaplain and Supreme Direc-
tor and begin to give 10 or 15 minutes to
Bishop Lori’s “Cathechism of the Catho-
lic Church” at every meeting.

Monsignor Joseph M. Susi was cel-
ebrated at 11 a.m. on Wednesday, Oc-
tober 26, 2011, in St. Francis Xavier
Cathedral with Bishop Ronald P.
Herzog and other priests from the Prov-
ince of Louisiana officiating and digni-
taries across the State of Louisiana at-
tending. Interment was conducted in
Mary Hill Cemetery under the direc-
tion of John Kramer & Son. Visitation
was held from 3 p.m. until 8 p.m. Tues-
day, October 25, and from 8 a.m. until
10:45 a.m. Wednesday, October 26,
at St. Francis Xavier Cathedral.

Vigil of the Office of the Dead fol-
lowed by the Rosary will be held at 6
p.m. Tuesday in the Cathedral.

Monsignor Joseph M. Susi was
born on March 19, 1917 in the city of
Newark, Ohio. He attended both grade
and high school in Newark. He worked
at a grocery store for two years before
going to St. Joseph College in

Rensselaer, Indiana. After two years at
St. Joseph, he went to the Dominican
House of Studies in River Forest, Illi-
nois. Monsignor Susi received the name
“BROTHER THOMAS AQUINAS”
as a Dominican. He spent five years with

the Dominicans before coming to the
Diocese of Alexandria. When the Mi-
nor Seminary opened in Pineville, Loui-
siana, he was asked to go there to fin-
ish his studies on the Eucharist and Mat-
rimony, and also to act as Assistant Pre-

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fect of the Seminary.
He was ordained on June 3, 1950

by Bishop Charles P. Greco. His first
assignment was assistant and adminis-
trator at Holy Trinity Church in Shreve-
port. Then he was sent to St. Matthew
Church in Monroe as assistant. From
there he was made pastor of Christ the
King Church in Simmesport, where he
served for five years, pastor of St. Jo-
seph Church in Mansfield for five years
and for 27 years he served St. Rita
Church in Alexandria as pastor. (He was
appointed pastor of Holy Trinity Church
in Shreveport effective February 11,
1974, but it was rescinded February 1,
1974, by Bishop Graves.) He was
Bishop Greco’s traveling chaplain
throughout the Bishop’s extensive visi-
tations from 1966-1987. Monsignor is
currently Chancellor Emeritus and pre-
viously served the diocese as Chancel-
lor for 29 years from 1991 until 2010.

Monsignor Susi was made a Pa-
pal Chamberlain by Pope Paul VI on
May 20, 1972, and a Prelate of His
Holiness Pope John Paul II on Novem-
ber 29, 1978.

He held many offices: Chairman
of the Diocesan Liturgical Commission
1972-81, Chairman of the Diocesan

Music Commission 1978-80, Director
of the Eucharistic League for Priests
since 1966, Vicar for Religious 1966-
81, Secretary and member of the Priests
Senate 1969-71, 1973-75, 1976-78,
and 1991-present, State Father Prior
for the Columbian Squires 1954-55,
Deanery Spiritual Moderator of the
Diocesan Council of Catholic Women
in 1970, Board of Directors for Alex-
andria Girl Scouts 1972-75, Diocesan
Chaplain of the Knights of Columbus
1986-present, Priests Retirement
Board 1990-present, Spiritual Direc-
tor of the Marian Society of Dominican
Catechists in 1990, Diocesan Chaplain
of the Catholic Daughters of the Ameri-
cas 1986-present. He served as Dioc-
esan Vicar for Religious, Chaplain for
the 3rd and 4th Degree Knights of Co-
lumbus in several places where he was
stationed, Chaplain for Courts Gibbons
and Bishop Desmond of the Catholic
Daughters of the Americas, Chaplain for
the Amerita and Amicus Clubs, and was
the First Chaplain of the new St. Mary’s
Training School in Alexandria. In 1999
he was appointed State Associate
Chaplain of the Knights of Columbus,
and was appointed State Chaplain in
July, 2004. While in Shreveport in
1951, he organized a chapter of the
National Conference of Community
Services.

Monsignor Susi became a Knight
of the Holy Sepulchre in 1994. He was
chosen for the American Catholic
Who’s Who Bicentennial 1976, Who’s
Who in Religion 1976-77, Men of
Achievement of Cambridge, England
1977. In 1983, Supreme Knight Virgil
C. Dechant of the Knights of Colum-
bus, appointed him a companion of the
Supreme Chaplain, Bishop Greco, for
several years until his death, as such he
attended all the Board meetings and au-
diences with the Holy Father in Rome.

He was a guest of Archbishop John C.
Favalora in Rome when he received his
Pallium in 1995.

While Pastor at St. Rita Church
he built Dube Hall, the Monsignor Susi
Gymnasium, and renovated the entire
St. Rita plant.

Monsignor Susi received the first
Diocese of Alexandria St. Vincent de
Paul Humanitarian Award on August 29,
1998. He received a plaque from The
Association of Notre Dame Seminary
Alumni for his 50th anniversary of or-
dination to the Holy Priesthood dated
January 21, 2000.

Monsignor Susi was conferred the
rank and dignity of Knight Commander
of the Order of the Fleur de Lis on Au-
gust 11, 2011 in Lafayette, Louisiana.

He celebrated 50 years in the
priesthood on June 5, 2000, with a
Mass of Thanksgiving in St. Francis
Xavier Cathedral.

Monsignor Susi is preceded in
death by his parents, Mr. and Mrs.
Barney Susi, his brother, Bernard Susi
and three sisters, Ann Baldwin, Solina
Plummer and Nellie Lewis and he leaves
behind many nieces and nephews in
Ohio, Florida, Kentucky and Arizona.
