Brothers, I wanted to share with you 
how much the Knights of Columbus are in-
volved in Special Olympics not only in our 
state but “globally”. Recently I received a 
very nice thank you from the State Special 
Olympics office on how much the Knights 
of Columbus are appreciated for all we do 
for Special Olympics. Here is an excerpt 
from that letter.

“The Knights of Columbus set a new 
all-time record last year for charitable 
donations worldwide with $175,019,192 in 
donations and more than 73.5 million hours 
of service valued at $1.7 billion dollars. 
Many of those hours were earned here in 
Louisiana at various events held across the 
state. Special Olympics Louisiana (SOLA) 
could not be more thankful for the hard work 
and dedication of the Knights of Columbus. 
SOLA is both proud and appreciative to have 
these selfless volunteers serve our programs 
and our athletes. Thank you for all you do 
across the globe!”

I sincerely hope that all councils will 
view this as additional incentives to become 
involved. All that is necessary is to go to the 
state KC web site under Special Olympics 
Programs and use the direct link to the Spe-
cial Olympics web site with events, times, 
location and contact information listed. 
Let us continue this astounding record of 
success.

Father Michael J. McGivney was born 
in l852, the first child born to Patrick and Mary 
McGivney. His mother would give birth to 13 
children, six of whom died in infancy or child-
hood. So this first child, Michael, quickly learned 
about sorrow and the harsh grip of poverty. He 
also learned about the powers of love, faith, and 
family fortitude.

At the age of 13, he was forced to leave 
school to go to work in a local factory. In those 
days, the few extra dollars earned would help 
with family survival. When he reached the age 
of 16, he finally began his journey to the priest-
hood, leaving Connecticut for Quebec, Canada.

Here, he would enter a school that would 
help him prepare for the seminary. His prepara-
tion for the priesthood was interrupted, just five 
years later, when his father died. Concerned about 
his family, he was forced to abandon, for a time, 
his dream of becoming a priest.

As it turned out, providence had plans 
for young Michael McGivney and, with the as-
sistance of a benevolent order of priests, he was 
able to re-enter school, attend the seminary and 
realize his dream of ordination to the priesthood.

In those days, Catholics were the despised 
minority in the United States -- a country which 
had been discovered, explored and colonized by 
Catholics -- and which now allowed and, in some 
cases, even encouraged the systematic exclusion 
of Catholics from the protection of its laws and 
the enjoyment of its blessings.

It was a time when Catholics held the most 
menial and dangerous jobs, and received the 
lowest pay. When a family breadwinner would 
die, the family was usually left penniless. It was 
a time when the country’s insurance companies 
refused to sell insurance protection to Catholics.

One day, in the late months of 1881, 
young Father Michael McGivney, only 29 years 
old at the time, brought together a small group 
of Catholic men in the basement of St. Mary’s 
Church in New Haven, Connecticut. During this 
meeting, he told them of his bold plan to form 
an organization that would provide a fraternal 
bond for his Catholic men and offer assistance 
for future Catholic widows and orphans.

Many meetings and much discussion fol-
lowed. Finally, on March 29, 1882, a charter was 
granted by the State of Connecticut to a Catholic 
fraternal organization called the “Knights of 
Columbus”. The founders and first officers chose 
that name because they felt, as a Catholic group, 
it should pay homage to the Catholic discoverer 
of America.

K.C. History

Blanchard  victory march included 
wins over: Verret/Verret, Co. 8058; 
Caillouet/Foret, Co. 3054; Griffin/
Price, Co. 3054; defending cham-
pions Landry/Reed, by a score of 
37-7 and Landry/Reed in the the 
championship match once again. 
In the championship match Barrios/
Blanchard took on the defending 
champions of Landry/Reed, Co. 
2855. Landry/Reed only needed one 
game to capture the title by a score 
of 32-28.

Senior Singles Champion Vea-
chel Tucker, Co. 10176, Folsom, 
victories included a 36-15 win over 
Clarence Bertrand, Co. 9281; 29-23 
victory over David White, Co. 970; 
36-17 victory over Gerald Prados, 
Co. 4309 in the winners bracket 
final, and a 31-18 championship win 
over Roland Bertrand, Co. 3048 in 
the championship match.

Plaquemine Council 970 is to 
be commended for another excellent 
job in hosting this state event.

Membership Incentives
This would serve to point out that it was 

indeed Catholics who discovered, explored, and 
colonized the North American Continent. At the 
same time, the title “Knights” would signify that 
the membership embodied Knightly ideals of 
spirituality and service to Church, country, and 
fellow man.

The Order grew slowly at first. At the time 
the first Supreme Knight, James Mullen, left of-
fice in 1886, the Knights of Columbus had 2,500 
members, in 38 councils -- all in Connecticut 
except for one in Rhode Island. A period of rapid 
growth was about to begin.

Father McGivney had earlier written to all 
of his fellow pastors in the State of Connecticut 
urging them to establish a council in their parish. 
When he died in 1890, there were 5,000 Knights 
in 57 councils. Over a century has passed since 
our founding in 1882. During the years of the 
Order’s existence, membership has grown to 
more than 1.8 million men -- an extended family 
of 6 million men, women and children.

That first council in New Haven has grown 
to over 14,000 councils throughout the United 
States, Canada, the Philippines, Mexico, Puerto 
Rico, Guatemala, Panama, Cuba, Guam, and the 
Virgin Islands.

Insurance in force now totals over 75 bil-
lion dollars, representing more than one million 
policies placed on the lives of our members and 
their dependents. These current figures place the 
Knights of Columbus in the top five percent of 
all life insurance companies in North America. 
This is a far cry from Father McGivney’s time, 
when members passed the hat to collect funds to 
help a widow.

Since 1882, the Order has provided service 
to Church and community in many different 
fashions. From the K of C “huts”, that offered 
everything free to servicemen during World War 
I, to the modern day $20 million dollar Vicarious 
Christi Fund which provides the Holy Father with 
nearly two million dollars a year for his personal 
charities, the Knights find a way to help.

In 1899, a commitment to Catholic edu-
cation saw the Order raise $50,000 for Young 
Catholic University. Today, that commitment 
translates into a one million dollar Father Mc-
Givney Fund for Catholic Education. Literally, 
millions of dollars have been raised and millions 
of man hours spent in service to those who cannot 
help themselves -- all as a result of the dream of 
a Catholic priest over 100 years ago.

Father McGivney wanted an organization 
that would give his people a sense of dignity 
and purpose, an organization that would serve 
its members, an organization that would protect 
its widows and orphans from financial ruin. His 
vision has become all of that and more, thanks to 
the countless men and women who have followed 
that brave group who gathered in the basement 
of a Catholic Church in 1880.

Maryhill Renewal Center, founded in 1948 by the 
Most Reverend Charles P. Greco, D.D., Bishop of 
the Catholic Diocese of Alexandria, Louisiana, is 
now under the leadership of the Most Reverend 
Ronald P. Herzog, D.D.

Easily accessible from major highways, Maryhill 
is located just northeast of Alexandria, Louisiana. 
The Center’s personalized hospitality and gentle 
ambiance year-round are accentuated by 186 acres 
of pine forest with walking paths and stocked lake.

Southside accommodations provide 44 rooms, each 
with a double bed and private bath, along with two 
partly handicapped-accessible rooms, each with a 
single bed and private bath. Also on the Southside 
are two chapels, a dining hall, and comfortable 
meeting space for groups numbering from 4 to 80.

Northside overnight accommodations include 5 
dormitory-style sleeping cabins with a total of 80 
beds, and the Cedar Building, which consists of 12 
rooms, each with 2 single beds and a private shower.

Also on the Northside of the lake is the Youth 
Ministry Center which consists of a meeting room 
that will seat up to 200 persons, a full commercial 
kitchen, dining rooms and a pavilion with picnic 
tables and a barbeque pit. The Northside has its own 
chapel and, depending on the season, a group can 
use the in-ground swimming pool and bathhouse.

Directed–Provides time for prayer, solitude and 
guidance from a personal Spiritual Director. This 
retreat calls for a willingness to discuss one’s 
prayer experience with the Director. Except for the 
daily meeting with the Director, the time is spent 
in silence.

Preached–Offers two or three daily conferences, 
Mass, common prayer, and the opportunity to 
celebrate the sacrament of Reconciliation. The 
atmosphere is relaxed, casual and prayerful.
