Hope – After the two storms on
the Louisiana coast and in Mississippi,
the Knights were very helpful.  They
spend much money in aid to these two
states.

Recently I read about the destruc-
tion caused by Hurricane Ike last year
in Texas.  Many people outside that
region heard little about it.  People were
interested in politics, and the wars in
Iraq and Afghanistan kept it out of the
headlines except for the following day.

James Braus, a KC field agent in
Bridge City, Texas rode out Hurricane
Rita in 2005, which he called a “dry
storm” because the wind damage was
far worse than that caused by the wa-
ter, and Gustav in 2008, which was felt
mostly in Louisiana.  When Ike finally
landed squarely on the Texas Gulf
Coast, the storm surge was like a mini-
tsunami according to Braus.

And after
the waters receded, mud covered house
interiors, streets and yards.  People
from Galveston weren’t able to get

back to the island for 10 days because
the causeway was littered with boats.

When Jim Kerwin, Past Grand
Knight of Council 787 got back to his
home in Galveston, his refrigerator and
freezer were still without power.  As the
clean up began, people had to drag ev-
erything that was damaged – all their
belongings up to four feet above the
floor – out to the street curb.  And there
it all sat until crews came along to clean
it up, which took up to three weeks.
Six inches of flood water in a house is
like two drops of motor oil in a quart of
ice cream, “it ruins the whole thing”, said
Braus, adding that only 14 houses in
Bridge City were spared from the flood-
waters.

The massive earthquake that
struck Haiti in January killed a quarter
of a million people and injured even
more.  Nearly 800 children lost an arm
or leg.  The Knights of Columbus have
already distributed about a thousand
wheel chairs to those injured and even
more are on the way.  The KC Board
of Directors launched a new initiative
called “Hope for Haiti Children” with
the promise to provide every child who
lost a limb with a prosthetic and the

The Youth Expansion Program
(Y.E.P.) Fund Raising from the 2009-
2010 year was very successful, allow-
ing the Knights of Columbus Louisiana
State Council to dedicate more fund-
ing to Youth Programs and special Youth
related activities this year.  We are see-
ing an increased budget for the 2010-
1011 year in the Y.E.P. Program fund-
ing by 27% to $167,000.   As the
Knights of Columbus provides a lead-
ership role for our Church, Family and
Community in the Area of Youth sup-
port and activities we must dedicate the
resources needed to provide these ser-
vices.   The Knights of Columbus in
Louisiana is to be commended for the
results achieved last year, but this only
sets the standard that we must all ex-
ceed to support future Knights of Co-
lumbus Youth Programs for our Church,
Family and Community in the future.

We are quickly approaching an
important deadline for the council’s to
obtain applications from our Church
parishes and local High Schools from
our graduating Boys and Girls. So why
is it so important to our councils and
youth.

The Catholic Youth Leadership
Award Program is one of the most dy-
namic and rewarding programs that the
State Council offers. CYLA places an
emphasis on Catholic values, scholas-
tic achievement, athletics, and leader-
ship in the areas of church, school and
community.  Catholic seniors through-
out the state of Louisiana are eligible to
participate in the CYLA program.  The
only requirement is that they must be
nominated by a council within the Loui-
siana jurisdiction.  Each council that
participates in the CYLA program will
find it to be both rewarding and fulfill-
ing.  Giving outstanding Catholic seniors
the opportunity to compete for cash
prizes, awards, and recognition is the
very foundation of the CYLA program.

Councils that participate in the pro-
gram turn in their nomination forms to
the Area Coordinators.  Area Coordi-
nators conduct their respective area
competition and award one boy and one
girl the distinction of being an area win-
ner as well as a state finalist.  The Area
Coordinator then sends the nomination
forms to the finalist to the state chair-
man.  A total of 24 finalists will com-
pete for the state championship.  The
state chairman appoints ten state level
judges who will grade the nomination
forms of the finalists and conduct the
verbal competition held in April.  Cop-
ies are made of the finalist nomination
forms, but, the names of the finalists are
censored so that the state judges are

not aware of the names of the finalist or
who nominated the finalist.  Then the
copies of the nomination forms are
mailed to the state judges for grading.
Upon completion by the state judges,
the scores are tallied by the state chair-
man and are used as part of the overall
score of the finalist.

Every student nominee should uti-
lize the online interactive nomination
form found at the state web site.  This
allows for a neater and more standard-
ized application to be produced, per-
mitting the maximum room for content
to describe the nominee’s activities and
accomplishments.  We will continue to
